With stunning views across the Derwent River and
Kununyi/Mt Wellington, a short stroll to the beautiful
beaches of Nutgrove Beach and Long Beach and to local
shops including Blac Fig, Baxter’s IGA, newsagency, take
aways, cafes and restaurants. It is also in close proximity
to the Sandy Bay shopping precinct with doctors,
pharmacies, post office, Woolworths and Coles
supermarkets. Hobart CBD is a five-kilometre drive.

There is an active social life at Saint Canice. The
Residents Committee have scheduled regular events
that are held weekly, monthly or to mark special
calendar events. These are held on site in one of the
function areas and some are held off site. As a resident,
you can attend as many or as few of these as you
would like.

Village Facilities

Saint Canice reflects the very best in retirement living,
and provides facilities in the Heritage building and the
grounds of the village for exclusive use by residents. 

At the hub of these facilities is the stunning Green Room
with everything from a quiet place to read a book from
the extensive library collection, or join the weekly coffee
club and frequently organised resident functions.

For those with energy to burn, there is a fully equipped
gymnasium to maintain fitness. The beautifully
appointed multipurpose function room can seat up to
80 people for dinner, or be utilised for entertainment,
games, and special events. The Village also offers a
craft/art room and a 20-seat multi-media theatrette.

Located in the original 1893 building
on St Canice Avenue, these
apartments range in size from 100
sqm to 201 sqm. Each apartment is
on a single level with access via a
balcony, hallway or elevator. These
open plan apartments look out over
the gardens of the village, and some
have water views over the Derwent.  

Built in 2012, these open plan
apartments range in size of 100 sqm
to 143 sqm. All apartments are on a
single level and are accessed via the
elevator and stairs. The ground floor
apartments have a private rear
courtyard that accesses a walking
path around the village. Upper
apartments have water views of the
River Derwent from the rear balcony
and look over the village gardens.

Ranging in size from 112 sqm to 153
sqm, each apartment is on a single
level with street access.  Most
upper-level apartments have water
views of the River Derwent and all
apartments look over the gardens
of the village.
